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Okotoks at War

HILST the youth of our Town and District have been engaged in the service of their King and
Country during the Second World War,the older generation remaining at home has not
been idle.

in the earliest days of the conflict the Citizens of Okotoks made their Arena available to the
Military Authorities, without charge. “/C’" Company of the Second (R) Battalion Calgary Highlanders
was formed under the command of Captain D. Alex Ross and this Company continued in active oper-
ation throughout the whole period of the War. A large number of the boys from Okotoks and District
who later joined the regular forces, had their first training at home.

Okotoks School Cadet Corps No. 1632 (2nd Battalion Calgary Highlanders) came into exist-
ence and under proper leadership soon became familiar with military requirements and discipline.

During the War years the citizens of the Dominion responded to every worthwhile demand made
on them by the Government of Canada.

When scrap iron was needed to be gathered for use in the making of munitions of war, the
citizens of this Community gathered and shipped nineteen carloads.

When used clothing was required, for the use of the civilian population of Allied countries who

were destitute, several tons were gathered, sorted, labelled, and shipped to the seaboard for shipment
from there.

When the call came for Blood Donors, a Blood Clinic was formed, and at recognized intervals

blood donations were made. This local organization was operated by volunteers, particularly of the
Nursing Profession.

An active branch of the Canadian Red Cross Society was formed in Okotoks. Liberal financial
support was given this society by the residents of Okotoks and District, and many loyal and willing
ladies of the Community worked unceasingly in making garments of all kinds available to the society.

Fraternal, Social and Church organizations in Okotoks and District were all doing their bit to
provide comforts for the boys overseas, indeed one local organization furnished a monthly News Bul-

letin to the boys in the Services which no doubt contained many items of interest to them away from
their homes.

Through the foresight of one of our citizens, we are able to produce photographs of nearly all
of the young men of this Community who served in the Second World War. We are grateful to her
for making these photographs available to us, to be reproduced in this pamphlet.

Okotoks and District, in line with a United Canada, invested freely in each of the Nine Victory
Loans launched by the Dominion Government and the aggregate subscriptions made to these Loans
in this Community exceeded the sum of one and a half miliion dollars.

Towards the end of hostilities and in anticipation of the return of our heroes the idea was con-
ceived by one or two of our Citizens to form a Brass Band so that when Victory was won, we might
have the services of a Band to assist in our welcome to them on their return from overseas. We are
proud of the achievement and our Band is without doubt a credit to this community.

Realizing that some of our young men would be called on to make the supreme sacrifice of giving
their lives in the service of their country, the Town has selected a suitable central location for a
Memorial Park. Here the names of those who died will be inscribed on a granite memorial and they
will be always held in reverence by this community.
